II. Old Business

A. P&T Templates, Teaching Portfolio Tools:

Cindi, Deb, and Sean created an Education Portfolio which Sean presented

to Tucson faculty in a Faculty Development workshop on 9/21/11. Ten


faculty attended, with email requests afterward for the PowerPoint and


template from additional faculty. The Portfolio is posted on AMES

website as a downloadable document and has been linked by OMSE and

main administration websites. ACTION: Sean will discuss with Anne

Wright re: making the portfolio an official part of promotion packets

instead of just a tool to assist their creation.

B. AMES website update:

Sean has updated through last year and will continue to do so sporadically

when possible. The website is crosslinked to OMSE and UACOM Main

Administration websites.
C. AAMC “Project Medical Education” program update:

Kevin and Sean discussed PME with UAMC outreach office and Sean

participated in a combined PME day with three visitors. Sean also

presented PME to UA chief lobbyist with plans in process to

evaluate/create PME experience for state legislative officials.

D. AMES logo (C. Standley):

III. New Business


A. Deans’ Teaching Scholar Program:


Unlikely that UACOM can/will fund a resurrected program. There is

interest by AMES members in creating an AMES Teaching Scholar

Program funded from our budget. This project needs to be explored and a

proposal submitted to AMES by leadership within our membership. No
one present at today’s meeting has time to take this on but Kevin and Jack

are willing to assist someone. ACTION: Sean will email AMES members

to identify one who can work on this project.

B. Visiting Speakers:


Cyndi again suggested using AMES funds to invite visiting speakers to

hold seminars and/or give lectures on Education-themed topics. Proposal

would be to have speaker give lectures at both campuses on sequential

days with honorarium, travel and lodging costs covered by AMES budget.

At Tucson campus, a possible venue for the talk would be Department of

Medicine Grand Rounds. Possible source for speakers (in addition to

Cyndi’s contacts) would be Society of Directors of Research in Medical

Education (www.sdrme.org) ACTION: Cyndi will explore possibilities for

inviting speakers.

D. Educational Scholarship (J. Nolte):


Jack discussed idea of creating a process for AMES to collaborate with

block directors to assess change or benefit resulting from AZMed and

curricular changes within CBI, TL, etc. After discussion, AMES agrees

with concept and will start the process by soliciting input from block

directors followed by identifying how AMES can help them in such an

evaluation process. ACTION: Cyndi and Kevin will present this concept
to PEPC and TEPC membership and report back to AMES at next

meeting.


E. New membership:
